
 

 

FROM THE PRINCIPAL 
Each term the school sends out invoices to all families. The 
invoices provide details of upcoming events for your child and 
also the associated costs. Also found on the invoice is a date 
when invoice payments are due.  It is important that families 
pay the invoice by this date. If, AT ANY TIME, families are not 
in a financial situation to pay any amounts on the invoice, it is 
important that contact is made with the school and families 
speak to the class teacher, Mrs Rice or I prior to the date the 
invoice is due. In this way, the school knows beforehand and 
support can be negotiated to assist families. Payments are 
required by the due date to pay individuals, groups and 
organisations engaged to support the teaching and learning 
that is planned.  As well, supervision plans need to be prepared 
for students who will not be attending any nominated activity. 
For those families who elect to pay by installments, the cut off 
date is the Friday before the planned event. This week a 
number of families presented money at the school office on the 
morning on the Illawarra Emsemble visit. Time did not allow the 
SASS personnel to process this money and payment had 
already been prepared for the performance. I again seek the 
co-operation of all families regarding the payment of invoices as 
no one wants to see children disappointed.  
 
Friday is the due date for the return of OC applications for Year 
5 2009 students. At the time of the newsletter going to print, 
eleven (11) packages have been issued and two (2) completed 
forms have been returned. I am anticipating that other forms will 
be returned before the end of the school week. If there are still 
any concerns from families about this matter, please contact 
me at the school as a matter of urgency. 
 
Our stage three campers and their families had 
an early start on Monday morning to ensure 
the two (2) Kennedy’s buses left on time for 
their journey to Broken Bay. Already the school 
has received some information back from the children and 
these have been attached to this newsletter. With fine, autumn 
weather, the students should enjoy the physical and personal 
challenges that this outdoor activity provides. I know many were 
looking forward to the overnight camp out. The contribution of 
the supervising teachers, away from their families at this time, 
is appreciated. I look forward to hearing first hand about a 
range of experiences as the children are reunited with their 
families at about 5.30pm on Friday afternoon. 
 
It was encouraging to see eighteen (18) families represented at 
the P & C meeting earlier in the week. Mrs Justine McKinley 
was elected president to fill the vacancy that was not filled at 
the AGM and I thank Justine for her commitment and 
enthusiasm in this role.

FUTURE SCHOOL UPDATE 
Members of the Future School Committee met with the Department of Education at the end of Term 1 to try and get some kind of 
response to the Telephone Survey that was delivered to them in December 2006, where the majority of the school community voted 
to relocate to the Redford Road site.  Alistair Hunter, Deputy Director General, advised that on preliminary valuations, it does not  
appear that the current site would achieve a cost neutral sale to building a new school on the Redford Road site.  With the 18 month        
procrastination, the estimated cost of a new school has risen to $13 million and their estimations are that we would realise just under 
$10 million for the current site, leaving a $3 million dollar short fall and therefore not being cost neutral.  As a result of this, Bowral 
Public School would then be placed on a priority list.  Where on the priority list we would sit is not certain, but we would have to wait 
until we reached the top, to get a new school.  This could take years and the $3 million short fall could easily escalate and price us 
out of a new school. 
 

The school has also received the proposed plan for the future development of St Jude’s Anglican Church and the proposed sale of 
the Church Yard block to fund the extensions to the church.  This means that all the students that utilise Church Yard will have to be 
relocated back into the current school playground. 
  
FUTURE SCHOOL COMMITTEE 
As a result of this meeting, it was decided that we need more parent power on the Future School Committee to formulate a plan of 
action, to ensure that we do not languish on this priority list for too long and that we get to the top of the list sooner.  The Future 
School committee will meet at school the first Wednesday of the month at 3.30pm.  If you think that you have time to  commit to   
helping the future of the school and can make these meetings, we would love to see you.  If you require any further information, 
please see the Principal or leave your details at the front office and a member of the Committee will contact you.   If you are a new 
parent to the school, we will also have available at the first meeting some background information on the shortfalls of the current site 
and the benefits to moving the new site.
