Visit from Bradman Museum

On Monday's school assembly, school captain Natasha Thuma,
welcomed Rina Horn, the executive director of the Bradman Museum,
to speak to the audience. In her talk, Rina took the opportunity to
thank all children and staff for the school's support in the
acknowledgement of the 100t birthday of Sir Donald Bradman, a
former student at Bowral Public School, from 1913 until 1922. In
particular she mentioned the morning assembly where a plaque was
unveiled on the school bell and the exceptional contribution the
students and staff made at Bradman Oval with the singing of ‘Our Don
Bradman' and ‘Happy Birthday'. As | have mentioned previously, the
celebrations were shared worldwide. | accepted a certificate of
appreciation on behave of the staff of the school. Sufficient certificates
have been provided to be distributed to each student at the school.
These will be prepared and given to each class, via their class
teacher, in the next week or so. The work on the school bell has now
been completed and | would encourage families to spend a minute or
two to view the finished product. The link between the school and the
Bradman Museum will always be significant within the Bowral Public
School Community. Finally, a summer’s fixture card is available from
the Museum that outlines games throughout the summer. This
weekend will see games against the national women’s team from
India as they prepare for their 2009 World Cup matches.

Kindergarten Students for 2009

Currently the school has received fifty seven (57) applications for
Kindergarten 2009.

Letters will be leaving the school shortly providing details
of the Kindergarten Orientation program that will be conducted on 3, 4
and 5 November followed up by a parent meeting on Wednesday 12
November 2008.

Secondly, families are invited to write to the stage
leaders, or myself, regarding the placement of their students in
classes for 2009. By completing these tasks over the next two (2)
weeks, it will provide a valuable starting point for class organisation.

Special Swimming Scheme

This matter was raised last week and information and permission
notes will be dispatched from the school shortly. The program, run at
Bowral Pool from Monday 1 December until Friday 12 December, is
aimed at providing swimming tuition for students in Years 2 and 3.
Advice has been received that any participating student who has a
season pass will be able to use this during the ten day duration of the
scheme.

Playground Markings

Due to the creative talents of Kirsten Deakin, a parent at the school,
work has commenced on providing playground marking in the lower
playground. Over the last weekend Kirsten re-painted over the
existing hopscotch and drew in two (2) others. It was no surprise that
children immediately commenced to play hopscotch when they arrived
at school on Monday. | sincerely thank Kirsten for the valuable
contribution that she is making to the school in this way.

P & C Meeting
The October meeting took place last Monday night and once again |

was encouraged by the support of families who made this meeting a
priority.

Fire Escape
Currently work is being undertaken to construct a fire escape to

service both students and teachers who are working in the vicinity of
the classroom KB and associated offices. To date, a special ‘quick
release’ door has been constructed outside KF. This will allow ready
and easy exit from this area of the school. The manufacture of a fire
escape is being undertaken off site and as soon as it is ready it will be
placed into position outside of KB and will lead down to ground level
in a westerly direction (towards Woolworths). These two (2)
infrastructure changes will greatly improve the safety of students and
staff in this area of the school.
